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COLLABORATION AGREEMENT

In Ioannina today the …../…/2014, the following parties:

1. The University of Ioannina – Special Account of Research Funds, as the Body/Institution of Submission of Proposal within the framework of Call 184, hereby legally represented by Prof. Triantafyllos Albanis, Vice Rector, hereinafter called Beneficiary Institution,

2. The University of …… - Special Account of Research Funds,… hereby legally represented by …………….., hereinafter called Partner Institution,

The parties aforementioned are the co-beneficiaries of the Intellectual Property Right, having taken into consideration the Call 184 for the submission of Proposals in the OPERATIONAL PROGRAM “EDUCATION AND LIFELONG LEARNING”, Category of Action “Interventions of Designation and Support of Innovative Business Ideas” Action: “Designation of the Academic Community Ideas in order to enhance the openness of the Higher Education Institutions”, have agreed and accepted the following:

Article 1. Preamble

1.1. The co-beneficiaries abovementioned hereby agree to submit a Proposal entitled “…………” within the framework of OPEN CALL 184 for the submission of proposals in the Operational Program “Education and Lifelong Learning”, Category of Action “Interventions of Designation and Support of Innovative Business Ideas” Action: “Designation of the Academic Community Ideas in order to enhance the openness of the Higher Education Institutions”. The parties hereby accept the terms and conditions of the Call 184 as well as that the University of Ioannina – Special Account of Research Funds shall be the Final Beneficiary of the project, as the proposal is analytically documented in the Technical Annex, in order to be evaluated on the basis of the foreseen evaluation procedure and to be selected for financing by the Competent Contracting Authority.

1.2.The co-beneficiaries hereby agree the object and the goals of the proposed action, as these have been analytically documented  in the Technical Annex. The project shall be realized through the use of the installations, the equipment and the personnel of the University of Ioannina (and the University xxxx) 

Article 2. Purpose
2.1. The purpose of the present Agreement is to specify the terms of collaboration among the co-beneficiaries, to organize the project management, to specify the rights and obligations of the co-beneficiaries, to define the procedure and protection of the Access Rights and Intellectual Property Rights, and to distribute the Intellectual Property Rights among the co-beneficiaries.

2.2. In any case, the present agreement has a complementary and not a contradictory role to the terms of the Call 184, which prevails in any case.

Article 3. Obligations of the Co-beneficiaries 
3.1. The co-beneficiaries assume the obligation to collaborate for the efficient completion of the project, to collaborate, perform and fulfill promptly and on time all their obligations, acting in a manner of good faith under the terms, conditions and procedures referred in the Call 184 as well as in the Technical Annex.
3.2. Every co-beneficiary hereby declares that his contribution in the framework of the present agreement, in accordance to the Technical Annex, is a product of his own intellectual work, for the creation of which no violation of third parties rights has occurred, as well as that he is fully responsible in case of any such claims from a third party. Moreover, the co-beneficiaries assume the obligation to notify immediately the Special Account of Research Funds of the University of Ioannina if/when they become aware of such an event.

3.3. Every co-beneficiary assumes the obligation to notify on time to the rest of the co-beneficiaries any important information, fact, problem or delay likely to affect the Action. Furthermore, he is also obliged to provide to the rest of the co-beneficiaries with every information and material necessary for the fulfillment of their obligations.
3.4. The co-beneficiaries assume the obligation to notify in writing and without delay the rest of the parties on the existence of any possible limitation of the Intellectual Property Rights.

3.5. The co-beneficiaries hereby agree that their own Intellectual Property Rights necessary for the realization of the 1st Phase of the Action, as the latter is described in the Call 184, shall be transferred on a royalty free basis. Upon submission of the Business Plan during the 2nd Phase of the Action, the following elements predicted in the Call 184 shall be determined:

(I) In case the constitution of a company is required, the presentation of the statutes of the company under constitution signed by all of its shareholders is obligatory. The shareholders must include at least one of the academic members of the Work Group. In case that the Institution of Higher Education/ University (IHE-AEI) does not participate as a shareholder in the company under construction, it is obligatory to present a private agreement predicting the transfer, use or license and/or exploitation rights of the Intellectual Property Rights (IPR) on behalf of the University (IHE-AEI) for a reasonable fee, which shall be decided by the competent organization bodies of the Beneficiary Institution (e.g. a percentage on the gross income of the company or on the company’s outcome, e.t.c.).
(II) In case that an exploitation license of the IPR is predicted, it is obligatory to present a written agreement signed by all the interested parties, including the University (IHE – AEI), which shall at minimum determine the means of evaluation, the licensed percentage as well as the license fees.
3.6. The co-beneficiaries hereby agree to a strict confidentiality of the content, the description and the special characteristics of the Action, as the latter is being described in the Technical Annex of the Proposal under submission.

3.7. The co-beneficiaries hereby declare and agree that they shall act in good faith and spirit of collaboration for the benefit of all, abstaining form any action that would directly/indirectly cause any damage to the rest of the contracting parties.
Article 4 Project Organization/ Management 

4.1. The Project Responsible undertakes the managerial responsibility of the Action. The Project Responsible may assume the role of the Coordinator or the vice – coordinator. In the framework of the administrative support of the Action the Project Responsible has at least the following duties:

(a) composition of periodical reports referring to the physical and financial object of the Action on the basis of the requirements of the Management and Control System of the NSRF.

(b) writing a summarized final activities report indicating the basic elements and results deriving from the realization of the Action.
4.2. The Project Coordinator is the principal inspector and scientifically responsible of the effort for the creation/development and testing of the product on the basis of the innovative idea. Furthermore he is the responsible of all supporting and coordinating actions of the project team. The Coordinator may be substituted in his duties, as far as the Action he is coordinating is concerned, by his substitute.

4.3. The Project Team consists of the Project Responsible, the Project Coordinator (if he is a different person), the rest of the Members of the Academic Staff, the rest of the members of the academic community, the undergraduate and postgraduate students and doctoral candidates, as well as the executives of the collaborating private entity/company participating in the project, such as described in the Technical Annex of the present.
4.4. The substitution of any member of the Project Group shall take place in accordance to the terms of Call 184.

Article 5. Co-beneficiaries

5.1. The signing of the present agreement is necessary for any person or body/institution that is to be included in the co-beneficiaries.

5.2. No physical or legal person can be legally and in no way included in the co-beneficiaries, without having signed the present agreement.

Article 6. Intellectual Property Rights

6.1. The co-beneficiaries hereby agree that the management of the rights shall be effected by the Coordinator. The “management” includes (without limitations) management obligations of the protection of the right and its maintenance, relations and procedures with other bodies/institutions, financing search, decisions and negotiations with any party aiming to exploit or further develop and evolve the rights/for the exploitation or further development and evolution of the rights.
6.2. The co-beneficiaries shall be regularly informed by the Coordinator and shall assist him in the management of the intellectual property rights.

6.3. Every co-beneficiary hereby resigns of any right for:
a. independent exploitation of the right

b. independent use license to any third person

c. independent commercialization of the right
Any such license to any person requires the prior written consent of the fo the other co-beneficiaries.

6.4. The percentages of the co-beneficiaries described below in Article 7 of the present are the percentages of ownership of the right.

6.5. The co-beneficiaries hereby agree that the Coordinator is responsible for every decision taken on the management and the protection of the right and the invention under the supervision of the University of Ioannina - Special Account of Research Funds. The fees for the maintenance and protection of the right are distributed according to the ownership percentages on the right as these are determined in Article 7 of the present. Some party may resign of its ownership right and transfer it to the rest/remaining parties without any fee but in no case does it have the right to act in a way that may impede the duration of the right or imperil the right.

6.6. If during the implementation of the project a joint additional invention, design, product or work is produced beyond the predicted in the Technical Annex, in which the co-beneficiaries have contributed, they hereby agree that they will act in common in order to obtain and maintain the corresponding additional rights.
Article 7. Distribution of Percentages of Intellectual Property Rights

7.1. The percentages of each party on the intellectual property rights, having in consideration the Article 6 of the Guide of Project Financing of the Special Account of Research Funds of the University of Ioannina, are the following:

· A=40% in case that the results have derived from projects realized through the Special Account of Research Funds
B=10% if the results have not derived from projects realized through the Special Account of Research Funds

· (indicate the rest of the co-beneficiaries of the intellectual property rights that sum up to the percentage of 60% (case A) or 90% (case B)

Article 8. Withdrawal of a co-beneficiary

8.1. Any co-beneficiary may ask for the termination of his participation in the Action and in the present agreement, following a written notification to the Coordinator, indicating the causes of the termination.

8.2. Any co-beneficiary resigning from his ownership right, shall be obliged to assign his corresponding right to the remaining co-beneficiaries on a royalty-free basis and in no case does he have the right to act in a way that may impede the duration of the right or imperil the right.

8.3. In any case the competent Management Authority shall be informed in writing by the Project’s Coordinator.

Article 9. Participation of a New Co-beneficiary

9.1. The participation of a new co-beneficiary in the project may be decided following a unanimous decision taken by all the co-beneficiaries.

9.2. In case of accession of a new party as a co-beneficiary, the rest of the parties have the right to claim from the new co-beneficiary part of the fees paid for the protection and maintenance of the right corresponding to the new co-beneficiary.
9.3. In any case, any change of the parties shall take place according to the terms of the Call 184 and shall be submitted to the approval of the competent Management Authority.

Article 10. Duration

10.1. The present Collaboration Agreement shall enter into force on the …./…/… and its duration shall be equal to Action’s completion time schedule, in accordance to the Technical Annex. In case of approval of the proposed Action and a possible extension of the realization of the physical object thereof, the duration of the present shall be automatically extended until the date of the Action’s termination.

10.2. In case of non approval of the proposed Action, the present Agreement shall be automatically terminated, without any further requirement or obligation of the parties.

Article 11. Language

11.1. The present Agreement is drawn up in Greek, which language shall govern all documents, notices, meetings, arbitral proceedings and processes relative thereto.

11.2. If a party (body or physical person) is of a foreign origin i.e. non Greek speaking country, it is possible to use the English language in all documents related to the said party.

Article 12 Annexes

12.2. In case of conflict of terms contained in the present Agreement and its Annexes, the terms contained in the core text of this document shall prevail.

12.3. In case of conflict of terms contained in the present Agreement and its Annexes, the terms contained in the core text of this document shall prevail.

Article 13. Amendments
13.1. In case of an essential inconsistency between the terms of Call 184 and those of the present, the parties hereby assume the obligation to proceed to an immediate modification of the present Agreement, if so required by the competent Contracting Authority.

13.2. Every modification and amendment of the present Agreement shall be in writing through official documents signed by all parties.

Article 14. Applicable Law

14.1. The present agreement is governed by Greek Law.
Article 15. Settlement of disputes
15.1. The parties hereby agree to use their best efforts for the amicable settlement of any dispute arising from the implementation of the project undertaken in accordance to Call 184 and the present agreement.

15.2. In case of a dispute between them, the parties hereby agree that the competent body for its settlement shall be the Coordinator and the Research Committee of the University of Ioannina shall take the final decision.
